You will be working with experienced planners who can help you 'find your feet' and 
develop your skills and knowledge in the planning profession but you will also be able to 
take responsibility for your own work once you get the hang of things. You will be working 
in a dynamic environment and a motivated team where you will get the opportunity to be 
involved in a range of projects associated with working in the WA planning system.
